SUBJECT: PROVINCIAL TRIPLES 5 PIN CHAMPIONSHIPS

Dear Bowler/Coach:

Congratulations on having qualified to compete or been selected to coach a team in the Provincial
Championships of the Provincial Triples 5 Pin Championships. These Championships are being
held on SUNDAY, MAY 31, 2026 at Lakeview Bowl, 109 George Street North, Peterborough,
Ontario, K9J 3G3.

Enclosed with this letter is a Bowler and Coach Information Form and Schedule of Events for the
Provincial Championships.

Please be aware that all bowlers who qualify for our Provincial Championships will be
responsible for booking their own hotel accommodations.

AVERAGE CLARIFICATION

All bowlers competing in the Provincial Championships must have bowled a minimum of twenty-
one (21) games during the 2025-2026 bowling season up to and including APRIL 12, 2026, and
must use the following criteria for determining averages:

a) AVERAGE BOOK: New for the 2025-26 season is a Provincial Tournament Average.
The Provincial tournament average will be calculated as each tournament’s pinfall
(Zone/DC and Provincials) is submitted for the current season, before the start of the
Provincial tournament. The tournament committee reserves the right to adjust a
bowler's average at a Provincial Championship, based on all leagues and
sanctioned tournaments that they bowled in during the past three (3) seasons, plus
the current season, to ensure that their average reflects the bowler’s true ability.

b) NON-AVERAGE BOOK: Bowlers with no rolling average recorded in the Average Book
or on the O5PBA website, must use the highest of the following as determined by the
Provincial Office:
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Use their highest league average up to and including APRIL 12, 2026 (highest average
if a bowler bowls in two (2) or more leagues), and as established in any league in Ontario.

-OR -
Use their average based on the median between their highest league average up to and

including APRIL 12, 2026, and the average based on the twenty-one (21) games (seven
weeks) leading up to APRIL 12, 2026.

Average over last 21 games (seven weeks): 197 (4153 pinfall divided by 21 games)
197 minus 185 = 12 divided in half=6 ............ 185+ 6 =191

Average for Provincial Championships: 191

PLEASE NOTE: BANK SCORES SHOULD NOT BE USED TO CALCULATE A BOWLER’S
AVERAGE AS NO GAMES SHOULD BE COUNTED MORE THAN ONCE. (SEE SCORES OF
JAN. 26-26 IN EXAMPLE SHOWN ABOVE)

c) All bowlers not in the Average Book must provide the Ontario 5 Pin Bowlers’ Association
with an original or a photocopy of their Individual Average Sheet. The average sheet must
be obtained from all leagues they bowl in and must show scores bowled in all games from
the opening of the 2025-2026 bowling season with a minimum of twenty-one (21) games
bowled up to and including APRIL 12, 2026. A hand-copied facsimile of this
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average sheet is not acceptable. If you cannot get a photocopy, send the original to the
Provincial Office and we will photocopy it and return the original to you immediately.

Please Note: Bowlers who are not listed in the Average Book or on the O5PBA
Website are required to submit copies of their Individual Average Sheet(s).

The Average Sheet(s) must be submitted with the “Bowler and Coach Information
Form”.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF CODE OF CONDUCT AND DRESS CODE FORM

Attached to the Bowler and Coach Information Form is an Acknowledgement of Code of Conduct
and Dress Code Form. Each participant MUST complete and sign this form to acknowledge they
understand and agree to abide by the dress code as outlined below:

All participants must wear shirts with collars in their registered Zone Association colours with a
logo identifying the Association they represent. Participants will present themselves in a neat and
clean appearance. No cut-offs, jeans or denim. All clothing must cover the “bottoms area”.
Individuals on a team may wear a different length style bottom. Teams should wear a
consistent colour or pattern. Hats, caps or headgear of any kind are prohibited unless worn for
medical or religious reasons.

A commercially made “Coach” pin must be worn on the front or sleeve and be visible at all
times, unless the word “Coach” is embroidered on the shirt sleeve or chest. The first
offence is a uniform violation. Subsequent violations during the same event, is removal
from the tournament.

Any participant not conforming to the dress code may not be permitted to compete in the event as
determined by the Ontario 5 Pin Bowlers’ Association Tournament Committee. A fine of fifty
dollars ($50.00) will be levied against each PARTICIPANT not conforming to the dress
code.

This form MUST be e-mailed to results@o5pba.ca as part of your Bowler and Coach Information
Form. Failure to sign this form may result in not being permitted to compete in the event.

Please contact your Local Association to arrange for your bowling shirt.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF RISK AND RELEASE OF LIABILITY FORM

Also attached to the Bowler and Coach Information Form is an Acknowledgement of Risk and
Release of Liability Form. In order to ensure our Association of liability coverage, our insurance
company has insisted that an Acknowledgement of Risk and Release of Liability Form be signed
by ALL PARTICIPANTS in our Provincial Championships.

Please read the form carefully and initial the box after reading and understanding the statements
and conditions. Upon completion of the form please print and sign your name. This form MUST
be e-mailed to results@ob5pba.ca as part of your Bowler and Coach Information Form.
Participants who do not complete and sign the form will not be allowed to bowl. This is an
action that may seem drastic but is necessary for the well being of your Association.

You will be competing for cash awards at the Provincial Championships. The Provincial
Championships will consist of four (4) games. The team that finishes in first (1%!) place based on a
total team pins-over-average basis will be declared our Provincial Champions.
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We look forward to seeing you in Peterborough and wish you the best of luck in the Provincial
Championships.
