We have provided six (6) copies of the Bowler and Coach Information Forms for yourself and 
each member of your team.  ALL PARTICIPANTS MUST COMPLETE THIS FORM.

Once your entire team has completed their Bowler and Coach Information Forms, you are asked 
to collect them along with the appropriate payment and return them to the Provincial Office prior to 
the deadline date of MONDAY, MARCH 17, 2008.

HOTEL ACCOMMODATION 

Accommodation has been arranged at the Holiday Inn, 1498 Venetian Blvd., Point Edward, 
Ontario, N7T 7W6.

AVERAGE CLARIFICATION 

All bowlers competing in the Provincial Championships must have bowled a minimum of twenty-
one (21) games during the 2007-2008 bowling season up to and including MARCH 2, 2008, and 
must use the following criteria for determining averages: 
 
a) AVERAGE BOOK: Bowlers must use their highest league average as recorded in the 
 Average Book, and as established in any league in Ontario. 
 
b) NON-AVERAGE BOOK: Bowlers with no average recorded in the Average Book, must 
 use the highest of the following as determined by the Provincial Office:
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 Use their highest league average up to and including MARCH 2, 2008 (highest average if 
 a bowler bowls in two (2) or more leagues), and as established in any league in Ontario. 
 

- OR - 
 

Use their average based on the median between their highest league average up to and 
 including MARCH 2, 2008, and the average based on the twenty-one (21) games (seven 
 weeks) leading up to MARCH 2, 2008.

c) All bowlers not in the Average Book must provide the Ontario 5 Pin Bowlers’ Association 
 with an original or a photocopy of their Individual Average Sheet.  The average sheet must 
 be obtained from all leagues they bowl in, and must show scores bowled in all games from 
 the opening of the 2007-2008 bowling season with a minimum of twenty-one (21) games 
 bowled up to and including MARCH 2, 2008.

A hand-copied facsimile of this average sheet is not acceptable. If you cannot get a 
 photocopy, send the original to the Provincial Office and we will photocopy it and return the 
 original to you immediately.   
 

PLEASE NOTE: ONLY BOWLERS NOT LISTED IN THE AVERAGE BOOK ARE REQUIRED 
TO SUBMIT COPIES OF THEIR INDIVIDUAL AVERAGE SHEET(S).  THE AVERAGE 
SHEET(S) MUST BE SUBMITTED BY THE COACH ALONG WITH THE BOWLER AND 
COACH INFORMATION FORMS NO LATER THAN MONDAY, MARCH 17, 2008.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF DRESS CODE FORM 

Attached to the Bowler and Coach Information Form is an Acknowledgement of Dress Code 
Form.  Each participant MUST complete and sign this form to acknowledge they understand and 
agree to abide by the dress code as outlined.  This form MUST be returned to the Provincial 
Office as part of your Bowler and Coach Information Form.  Failure to sign this form may result 
in not being permitted to compete in the event.

Please contact your Local Association to arrange for your bowling shirts.  It is up to you as 
Coach to ensure that your bowlers adhere to the dress code.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF RISK AND RELEASE OF LIABILITY FORM 

Also attached to the Bowler and Coach Information Form is an Acknowledgement of Risk and 
Release of Liability Form.  In order to ensure our Association of liability coverage, our insurance 
company has insisted that an Acknowledgement of Risk and Release of Liability Form be signed 
by ALL PARTICIPANTS in our Provincial Championships.   
 
Please read the form carefully and initial the box after reading and understanding the statements 
and conditions.  Upon completion of the form please print and sign your name.  This form MUST
also be returned to the Provincial Office as part of your Bowler and Coach Information Form.  
Participants who do not complete and sign the form will not be permitted to bowl. This is 
an action that may seem drastic but is necessary for the well being of your Association. 
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Once again, please call a team meeting as soon as possible.  It is the responsibility of the 
Coach to see that all Bowler and Coach Information Forms and individual average sheets
(if applicable) are completed and returned to the Provincial Office with the appropriate 
payment no later than MONDAY, MARCH 17, 2008.
